It will be a much safer, reliable, and more comfortable ride for us, with more space for us and our displays as we travel on the road for the ministry. We are headed into another big road trip over the next few months, and God opened the doors in just His timing.

Praises for Tiffany’ Mother: Thank you to all who have been in prayer for my mother; she had throat surgery last Thanksgiving and has had a trach in her throat over the past months as she healed. The time was considerably longer than expected, as the scar tissue in her throat was not healing at the normal rate. Praise the Lord for healing, and that the doctor was finally comfortable to remove the trach on this last visit! She still will have healing as the throat continues to close, so please continue to remember her in prayer, but I wanted to share this wonderful mark in the recovery. Pray that my parents will see the Lord working in their lives, even through this frustrating time.
Good Health and Safe Travels: We cannot praise the Lord enough for all he does for us to keep us strong and healthy, and able to continue on with this work. I never want to take for granted this gift. He keeps us safe on the road, and protects us in our travels. Jim is currently working the itinerary for the schedule, for us to travel and share with others the vision the Lord has burdened us with to assist missionaries. West Virginia Ministry: We went to Panther, West Virginia this past February with our home church on a missions trip. We brought in coats, clothing, and Bibles that the church had gathered, along with other supplies such as doors, windows, mattresses, water heaters, sinks, paint, and needed housing repair materials to an area that had been hit badly by last year’s floods. The church is located in an extremely rural mining community.
